Student Competition Application
Thank you for participating in Generation Earth’s Streets to the Sea Challenge!  We want to recognize you for your efforts, and in order to do so, we need to know what you did.  This application needs to be submitted by April 15, 2011, and must be accompanied by the Teacher/Advisor Competition Application and Campaign Portfolio.  The Student Competition Application is a report completed by the students as a team.  
Competition Application Instructions:

1. The Application must be submitted to Generation Earth by April 15, 2011.  Applications may be e-mailed, faxed or mailed.

2. The Application must be completed by a team of students.

3. The Application will not exceed five type-written pages (excluding Title Page).  

4. The Application will include a Title Page with the name of the School, the name of the Campaign and a list of students participating on the team.

5. The Application will address the following components:

a. A brief summary description of your water pollution prevention public education campaign.
b. A description of your team and the roles you played in the success of the campaign. 
c. The findings of the original campus water audit.
d. The primary message of the campaign and how it related to the findings of the water audit.
e. How you delivered the campaign.  Describe your target audience and how you tailored the campaign to reach them. 
f. Discuss the results of your campaign and how you evaluated the effectiveness of your message.
g. Discuss any changes you would make to the campaign based on feedback from your audience.

6. A Campaign Portfolio will be submitted with the application.   This Portfolio may include:

a. Creative materials developed as part of your campaign.  This may include pictures of the materials (posters, flyers, etc.).
b. Photographs of events that were a part of your campaign (assemblies, outreach events, noon-time activities, projects).

c. Listing of any social media used in the Campaign, and examples of the messaging.  Examples of social media include Facebook, Twitter, Vimeo, Flickr and YouTube.
d. Any public service announcements or other media developed as part of your campaign.
The Student Competition Application, along with the Campaign Portfolio and Teacher Competition Application must be received by April 15, 2011.   Applications and Campaign Portfolios can be e-mailed, faxed or mailed.
