Objectives

Examine the process of environmental policy and identify the role people/public agencies play in promoting environmental change.

ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUE/TOPIC

The environmental issue in this unit is storm water run off and its impact on marine life.

Students will be prepared to analyze the issue by first studying the urbanization of the   United States and  then reading about our modern environmental challenges. They will be presented with a variety of materials.

2 step two

PRE-TEST (The Generation Earth Student assessment)

Duration 

The student will be instructed to take the Generation Earth Student assessment in class and it will serve as the pre-test.
3 step three

Motivation Activity/AUDIT

(Lesson that has students looking at what is happening around them)

Audit tool 

As homework students are asked to map out/draw a plan of their immediate neighborhood/city/town.
Duration  

One day
Activity details 

Students will be asked to share their urban designs of the local areas where they will with the class. They will show us the lay out of the city with businesses, residential areas, public areas and individual facilities such as recycling plant, car washes, super markets, rivers, apartment buildings, business districts, gas stations, and lastly storm drains.

Method for reflection on audit

Student will be asked to write about the experience of mapping their neighborhood and the impact it makes on them. They will be asked to note if they would like to change something about the design and the individual features of the areas. They will also list the reasons for the suggested changes.

4 step four
Introduction Activity

Generation Earth or Heal the Bay guest speaker’s  presentation on storm water run off.

Duration   one class period
Activity details 

 Students will participate in a presentation done by Generation Earth or Heal the Bay staff. The presentation is going to be interactive with students given the opportunity to participate and ask questions.

5 Step five

UNIT/CLASS LESSONS 

Chapter on Industrialization and the side effects of industrialization on our natural environment.

Duration  Two class periods  preceding the guest speaker presentation.

Activity details

Students  read and review with teacher guidance the material presented by the chapter on industrialization. Teacher leads a discussion pointing out important points to remember and note on the board as an outline. Students are able to participate and think critically.

They are also asked to write a collective thank you letter to Heal the Bay and Generation Earth staff thanking them for the information shared with them and guidance.

8 step eight

SERVICE LEARNING

Activity details

Project Idea Mapping

Students come up with ways in which each team of three students can share their knowledge on storm water run off and its impact on the environment with others in our local community.

Service Learning Project

            Students contact local groups and arrange presentations on the issue to other classes, arrange for more speaker presentations in our school to individual classrooms , organize an assembly about the issue, create flyers and posters to show our concerns with the rest of the school community. Write an article, write letters of support or advocacy regarding the issue.
