¢ Bacteria, trash & pollutants from runoff
enters the storm drain, doesn’t get
filtered or treated, and results in harming
aquatic life and closing beaches

¢ Sewer overflows/spills caused by pipe
blockages from fats, oils, and grease will
cause closures of waterways
