Mr. Koons of our Sewer Maintenance ataff conferred with
Mr., Mix of the County Counsel's staff on September 11, 1957,
regarding the effect of the incorporations of the clties of
Irwindale and Duarte on the Duarte Sewer Maintenance District,
and Mr. Mix gave the following opinion:

The Health and Safety Code has conflicting sections., Sec-
tione 4921 and 4923 specifically state that the funds of the
district should be divided between the two cities, but nowhere
does the code provide for the dissolution of a district due to
all of the area being incorporated unless it is all in a {one)
city (Section }925).

Section 4,926, amended in 1955, is just as specific in pro-
viding that when only a portion of a district is included in a
city, the territory continues in the district until the city
counncll by resolution requests the withdrawal of the area.

In the case of two conflicting sections, both specifiec,
the later one usually holds over the early one; hence Section
4,926 should take preference.

No resolution for withdrawal having been received, the dis-
Trict is unchanged by the incorporation of either or both of
Duarte and Irwindale,
