The City of La Mirada continues to implement and follow the requirements of Order 01-182.  City Staff is confident that policies and procedures are helping to reduce illicit discharges to the MS4 system.  The City also works closely with the County or Los Angeles to maintain the system and investigate any possible issues.

The City of La Mirada evaluates its program on a continual basis.  In the past the City has hired an independent environmental engineering firm to evaluate the program.  This has been effective at identifying deficiencies in the program and areas for improvement in the General Plan and City Ordinance.

EAC meetings, watershed meetings and the annual report itself are also good opportunities to evaluate our program’s success.

3. A summary of the strengths and weaknesses of your agency's storm water management program;

The main strength of our program is the ability of multiple departments to work together and to work with the County to implement the program’s requirements.  
A weakness remains that in a small City with limited revenue streams it can be a challenge to dedicate the staff and the resources to programs that exceed the requirements of the permit.  This condition has only been compounded by the global recession.
4. A list of specific program highlights and accomplishments;

Last year staff was able to lecture on two separate occasions at La Mirada High school. There also were stormwater quality/Used Oil booths at City sponsored events during the year.
5. A description of water quality improvements or degradation in your watershed over the past fiscal year;

The City has neither the information nor the resources to comment on any shifts in the overall health watershed over the past year.
6. Interagency coordination between cities to improve the storm water management program;

The City of La Mirada tries to work closely with all of the Cities in the watershed.  It attends each monthly watershed meeting as well as the EAC meetings.  In the past the City of La Mirada has worked with neighboring Cities to sponsor joint advertisement campaigns and information events.

The County is another excellent resource for the City of La Mirada.  The City utilizes County crews and contributes to the County’s media campaign.  The County’s support for the City of La Mirada is greatly appreciated.

7. Future plans to improve your agency's storm water management program; and

The City of La Mirada hopes to improve its mapping capabilities in the future.  Also, the City would like to continue participating in events at La Mirada High School.
