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Project Coordination Meeting

Alameda Corridor East Construction Authority
March 27, 2001, 2:00 p.m.
The meeting minutes presented below provide a summary of the topics discussed during a Stakeholder meeting with Alameda Corridor East Construction Authority (ACE) staff regarding the Pomona Valley ITS (PVITS) project.  A list of the meeting attendees is provided below. The information contained in the meeting minutes will be incorporated into various PVITS project deliverables, including the Addendum Update to the 1995 Pomona Valley Forum Signal Synchronization Study.

Discussion Topic
Action Item

1. The meeting began with Dvorak providing a thorough presentation of the project, the outreach efforts to date, the role that ACE could have in the PVITS project, and described some of the primary issues discussed with the other stakeholders.


2. Christoffels described the ACE projects/issues that would likely need to be coordinated between ACE and PVITS.  This includes development of an operations center and a traffic signal system that would coordinate specific signalized intersections in the City of Pomona, adjacent to rail crossings.


3. Christoffels provided Dvorak with hand-outs explaining some of the aspects of the ACE project, including the Jump Start component of the project and a summary of the rail crossing projects in unincorporated Los Angeles County and in the City of Industry.

4. Christoffels described the ACE signal system for the Intelligent Rail/Rail Interface System (IR/RIS) and the rough schedule for selecting the system.  He explained that the process would likely be ACE selecting a signal system first, then either the County’s system would be selected or the Pomona Valley subregional system would be selected.  He explained that the ACE IR/RIS project would first coordinate approximately 11 signalized intersections in Pomona with a signal system, then some number of additional signals.  He explained that ACE also has an opportunity to implement a system for selected locations in Industry.
KHA will attend an upcoming meeting at ACE to obtain a thorough understanding of the IR/RIS project and schedule.  KHA will then describe the general schedule for PVITS and for the County to obtain a system.

5. Christoffels described the grade separation projects in the City of Industry.  This  includes at 7th Ave., Fairway Drive, Sunset Ave., and the SP crossing at Nogales St.  The grade separation projects in Pomona include East End Ave., Temple Ave., and Reservoir St.  Grade separation projects in unincorporated Los Angeles County include Valley Boulevard and the UP crossing at Nogales St.
These issues will be incorporated into project documents.

6. Dvorak explained that he will continue to provide ACE with information on the PVITS project as both projects progress.  Dvorak and Christoffels discussed the possibility of having a joint SGVGOC TAC sub-meeting at some point.
BD will continue to coordinate with MC periodically, and work with L.A. County staff to make decisions on joint meetings.
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
