	San Dimas noted that traffic patterns have changed significantly since the 210 opening and would like for the CCTV prioritization to utilize recent ADTs where possible to better reflect current traffic.  ADT volumes may be available in a recent Costco traffic study.
	San Dimas to send KHA Costco traffic study to extract applicable ADT volumes for the CCTV intersections locations.(done)

	San Dimas has 2003 and 2004 accident data for the above CCTV locations.
