State law Assembly Bill 1826 (AB 1826) requires
businesses, including county facilities, to recycle organic
waste if they generate 4 cubic yards or more of trash per
week. This includes food scraps, green waste and food-
soiled paper.

In December 2018, Public Works launched a new
website to help county facilities recycle organic waste.
