
LITTER CONTROL PROGRAM

Sunshine Cänyon landfill is operated in a manner which strives to minimize the
possibilty of stray litter escaping from the Landfill area. BFI will use the most
effective available technology .and methodology to prevent litter which enters the
Extension site in the form of waste escaping from the area. SFI will close the
Landfill to incoming waste during high wind conditions if, despite the application
of the most effective available technology, litter cannot be confined to the Landfill
property ~

BFI'$ on-site litter control program wil conformto the requirements of the County
Department of Public Works and the Department of Health Services (the Local
enforcement Agency), and wil, at a minimum, incorporate the following elements:

1 : Landfill personnel will continuously patrol the access road to the scales

from the time the Landfill opens to the time it closes;

2: Improperly covered or contained loads which may result in a significant

release of litter wil be immediately detained and. the condition corrected. 1f the
condition cannot be practicably corrected, the load wil becond~cted under

. escort to the working face of the Landfill. The vehicle tarping requirements under
Sections 23114 and 23115 of the California Vehicle code wil be enforced;

3: Any debris found on or along the entrance or the working face access
roads will be promptly removed;

4: the operating areas of the Landfill wil be located in wind-shielded portion

of the Landfill during windy periods;

5: SFI wil install litter fences in the operating areas of the Landfill, as
deemed necessary by the Local Enforcement Agency; and .

6: SFI wil, to the satisfaction of the Director of Public Works and the Local

enforcement Agency, maintain programs aimed to control the discharge and
recovery of litter from uncovered or improperly covered ör contained loads
traveling to the Landfill. including the following:

An effective tarping program which will include. signs at the entrance. at
that the scale station stating that all loads coming to the Landfill shall be
properly covered or contained, and vehicles that violate such measures
wil be subject to fines that wil progressively increase to the pöint of denial

of access to .the LandfilL. . .

Vehicle Tarping

Vehicle tarping requ.irements. at Sunshine Canyon Landfill are in
accordance with Sections 23114 and 23115 of the Vehicle Code of the

State of California.

Section 23114 :

No vehicle shall be driven. or moved on any

highway unless the vehicle is so constructed,

covered, or loided as. to: prevent any of its
contents . or 1 Dad. other than cl ear water or
featherS from live .birds from dropping, shifting,
leaking, .blowing, spilling, or otherwise escaping

therefrom.

Section 23115:

No veh i cle loaded wi th garbage t swi 1 1 t tans,
bottl~s. wastepaper ,ashes. re~use , trash. or

rubbi sh. or any other .no1 sesome t nauseous t or

offens; ve matter, or anyth; ng being transported

to a dump si te for .d; sposal shall be dri ven or.
moved upon any highway unless the load is totally

upon the highway. This. section does not prohibit

a rubbish. vehicle from being without cover while
in the .process of acquiring its load in circum';

Landfi,., Litter Control

The landfill operator will designate. a remote disposal area for use

duri ng heavy wind co!,di tions. Controlled placement of wa.stemater-
ials. in a wind-shielded area will control off-site migration of stray

wi nd-b 1 own 1 i tter. L1 tter and debri s is also contained wi th ; n the

.landfill properties by. litter fences located .along the .perimeter of. .
the landfill, as well as portable fences placed adjacent to the daily

opera ti ng area. A inajor .porti on. of the 1 andfi 11 is in remote and low
portions of Sunshine Canyon.. which minimizes high wind conditions

wi th i n the operati n9 area.

Litter Cl eanup Program

On a once a week basis. or more frequently if needed, the landfill

operator mobilizes c.'eanup crews to provide lftter control pick-up

service. in QIMelveny Park, along Balboa Boulevard and San Fernando.. . \
Road and in other areas in proximi"y to the landfill. On a daily. .
basi 5 l a BFI employee inspects the surrounding areâ to assess whether
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a more f"t cquent c 1 un-up 1 s requ 1 red. Th 1 s program 1 s pray i dedto

clean up .any stray 11 tter .or debr1 s whit:h may have dropped ; n the

surround1 n9 area. whether or not 1 ts source is related to the 1 and-

fill operiiti ons.

The landfill is equipped with a radio dispa.tch system which is

uti 11 zed by the si te operator to qui cKlY engage crews to respond to
litter complaints. a.nd. other complaints from the ,surround1 ng

neighborhoods. Stray 11 tter or debri s should be reported to the
