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technologies and has accumulated a wealth of research and information which is 
provided on our website, www.SoCalConversion.org. 
 
H.R. 1158 reaffirms the importance of these new technologies in promoting energy 
independence and more effectively managing our waste materials, and creates an 
important incentive that will help to accelerate their development.  Developing such 
facilities has the potential to reduce the environmental impacts of solid waste 
management (including limiting the generation and release of greenhouse gases into 
the atmosphere), complement the recycling industry, and lessen dependence on 
landfilling and fossil fuel.  Therefore, the Task Force supports H.R. 1158, and looks 
forward to its passage.
