Procedure:  Stormwater Drainage System – Catch Basin Trash Program

Inspection, Cleaning and Reporting Procedure
The Utilities Department has trash devices installed in various storm drain catch basins throughout the City.  Each device is designed to prevent trash and some other pollutants from entering the storm drain system.  The following is a brief description of each device:
· Catch Basin Connector Pipe Screen – This vertical screen is placed over the connector pipe in the catch basin and prevents trash from entering the storm drain inlet pipe.  This is considered a “full capture” device as defined by the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board’s, Trash TMDL and trash larger than 5mm is contained in the catch basin.  
· Catch Basin Filter Basket Insert – These filter inserts are located inside the catch basin and directly below the curb opening, it captures trash, debris, and absorbs oil.
· Catch Basin Curb Inlet Debris Gate – Automatic Retractable Screen – These are metal screens installed at the face of the catch basin that prevent trash from entering.  The screens open automatically during heavy rains to prevent flooding.
· Grate Inlet Skimmer Box – Located at the lower level of the street sweeper trash bin area and the employee parking lot storm drains at the Yard.  These devices are designed to collect trash, sediments, metals and nutrients.  An oil absorbing boom is installed at the top of the box to remove hydrocarbons.
· Sock Filter – Located at the upper level of the street sweeper trash bin area at the Yard.  This is a drop in fabric filter used to collect trash, sediment, and absorb oil.
Utilities Department, Operation Division staff is responsible for inspection, maintenance, and reporting to ensure proper operation.  On the following page all the devices are listed and their corresponding inspection frequency and field form is described.  These forms are to be used to check off tasks as completed and show the locations of each type of device.  The specific inspection report should be completed for each device.  The inspection report gives specific details on the condition and maintenance of each individual device.  Copies of the inspection checklists and inspection reports shall be provided to the Water Quality & Environmental Compliance Division.
Weight Records
The Weighmaster Certificates that indicate the tare vehicle and equipment weight and weight of the trash removed shall be provided to the Water Quality & Environmental Compliance Division.
